iBase:

Computing: 
In all-through computing, we have working on consolidating and refining our knowledge ready for our transition. In Base Camp, we have been completing physical computing with the BBC Micro:bit and creating our own programs that we have downloaded onto a portable device. In Lower Peak, we have been collecting and analysing class data and using Excel to produce graphs and charts. Year 3 have also enjoyed analysing features of websites, we particularly enjoyed the Chrome Music Lab! Middle and Upper Peak have been developing their ability to program in Python and we've taken giant leaps up our mountain through the introduction of sequence, selection and iteration. 

Student leadership:
Post-pandemic, our DTC Student Leadership team has been redeveloped and strengthened. We now have two head students who oversee our Student Council and communicate with SLT, four Head of Houses who unify and preserve culture in their respected houses, two head prefects, 20 prefects and 20 student council members. Recently, head students have assisted with the running of Year 6 induction evenings and various events at the academy.

Our students have been working hard in their co-curricular electives in the last few weeks. RE/RDS message:
Students across primary have engaged in the Relationships and Changing Me units as part of our PDS curriculum. Further details can be found on the academy website under the Curriculum tab. These units are particularly important for students to be learn about key concepts such as keeping privates private and what is or is not appropriate touch.
